This affordable housing project for seniors required a 
custom public art pattern to enclose a stairwell with 
industrial perforated panels as the pattern inspiration.  The 
key factors for this redevelopment design were wind load 
engineering, shadows for stair safety, and budget.

SOLUTION
Parasoleil customized the Mariposa© pattern to include 
brand design elements and still maintain a textural, random 
effect, allowing the success of the project to be driven by 
both design and structural integrity.
